Changes to Fees

To help o" sett the costs of the City's 
recreation programs, our fees have 
changed for many of the City's recre-
ation classes and programs.   A new 
$10 fee will be required for Group 
Permit Reservations along with the 
continuation of the $25 pavlion res-

ervation fee.  ! ere will also be a $40 
Registration fee for Early Morning Lap 
Swimming.  Please see the descrip-
tions in this booklet for each facility 
and program's fee information.

Summer Newsletter
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Park Passes
A valid park pass must be presented to enter Ne•  Park and 
to participate in recreation programs. Residents who are at 
least ten years old and do not have a pass must schedule a 
time to have their pass photograph taken. Please call the 
park o€  ce to • nd out when the next photograph session 
will be. Applications are available for additional passes, 
such as for babysitters and other care providers.

Group Permits
For groups of up to 50 people, you can apply for a group 
permit to allow them to enter the park. Application forms 
are available at the park o€  ce, at City Hall, and on the 
City's website. Permit applications must be made at least 
seven days in advance; applications submitted more than 
three months in advance will not be accepted. Permits will 
not be issued for holidays, holiday weekends, or during 
City sponsored events as listed opposite. ! ere is a $10 
reservation fee.  See the application form for more details.  

Pavilion Reservations

! e Ne•  Park Pavilion can be reserved up to three months 
in advance. To reserve the Pavilion, submit an application 
form to the park o€  ce at least seven days ahead of the 
event. Reservations will not be made for holidays, holi-
day weekends, or during City sponsored events. When the 
Pavilion is not reserved, it may be used on a • rst-come, 
• rst-served basis. A group permit may be required. ! ere 
is a $25 rental fee.

Norbs Meeting Room
! e Norbs Meeting Room in the park o€  ce is available 
for exclusive rentals during the months of April, May, 

September, October, and November (through ! anksgiv-
ing). ! e room can accommodate groups of up to 30 peo-
ple. ! ere is a $25 rental fee. For availability and rental in-
formation, please call the park o€  ce.

· To enter Ne!  Park, a person must: show a valid pass 
that has been issued to them; or be accompanied by a resi-
dent with a valid pass; or have their name on an approved 
list.                                                                                                         

· Pets are not allowed in Ne!  Park. Boat owners may 
bring a pet directly to their boat if their pet is on a leash.

· Alcohol is permitted and must be consumed responsibly.

·  Picnic tables must be actively used and cannot be saved 
or reserved for a later time.

· Noise must be at a reasonable level; loud noises and 
music are prohibited.

· Nothing shall be driven into the ground. Large tents, 
unauthorized vehicles, skateboards, bicycles, roller blades, 
roller skates, or anything that could damage park grounds 
are not permitted in the park.

· Catered events must be approved in advance.

·  Items such as signs, balloons, etc. shall not be attached 
to or placed at the park entrance, on park fences, or park 
gates. Such items will be removed and disposed of accord-
ingly

Lost and Found
All valuables (eye glasses, keys, wallets, jewelry) and park 
passes that are found are kept in the park o"  ce. Other 
items such as towels, clothing, and toys are kept on the 
pool deck next to the o"  ce.

Pool Closing Policy

conditions will be evaluated through-
out the day by Department sta! . • e 
pools will be closed if any of the fol-
lowing conditions occur:

- • e presence of or the threat of in-
clement weather that is unsafe or un-
desirable for swimming;

- • e daily high temperature is below   
65"F and there is precipitation.

If the pools close at 7:00 pm or later, 
they will remain closed for the re-
mainder of the evening.

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Marina
Our marina, rebuilt in 2004, has 160 boat wells that can accommodate 
boats with an overall length of 16 to 39 feet. Two tie-ups are available on 
the outside breakwall of D-dock. Residents may dock their boat for the day 
at these tie-ups for a $10 daily tie up fee .  Open wells inside the Marina 
will also be availble to residents for a $25 daily tie up fee .  Contact the 
Park O!  ce to gain prior approval from the Harbor Master.

Obtaining A Well
When wells are sold out, there is a 
waiting list for each well size: 22©, 24©, 
30©, 32©, 34©, 40©. To be placed on a 
waiting list, please apply at City Hall. 
" ere is a $25 fee to be placed on the 
# rst waiting list and $5 for each ad-
ditional list. Wells are o% ered to the 
waiting list based on seniority.   Wells 

for the 2010 season are still avialble.

Dock Boxes
If you have a well and wish to have a 
dock box, you must buy one from the 
City. All boxes are installed and re-
moved by City personnel. Previously 
used dock boxes may be available for 
purchase for half price. Contact the 
park o!  ce for prices and purchasing 
information.

Important Reminder
All fueling must be done in the lake. 
Fueling boats in the marina is a # re 
hazard, as fuel can spill into the wa-
ter and onto the dock. Should any 
spilled fuel ignite, # re would rapidly 
consume neighboring boats. Viola-
tions will be documented by Depart-
ment sta%  and reported to the Har-
bor Master.

Grosse Pointe Boat Club
Do you have a boat, wish you had a boat, or just have interest in boating? 
Check out the Grosse Pointe Boat Club, an organization of boating enthusi-
asts that operates out of Ne%  Park.

GPBC members include owners of power and sailboats, retired boaters, and 
people who simply like boats and the water. " e club is open to everyone, 
with special emphasis on boaters with wells at Ne%  Park. Membership is just 
$40 per family per year.

" e club, which turns 51 this year, sponsors social events during the boat-
ing season and organizes overnight boating trips to locations along Lake St. 
Clair. Annual events, which take place at the ªLittlest Clubº at Ne%  Park, 

include a lobster boil, steak roast, and chili cook-o% . Kids are welcome at all events, and the club frequently provides 
babysitters so the adults can relax. " e club also helps the City with its annual Michigan Marina Day event in August.

From June through August, the club runs sailboat races out of the park at 7:00 pm on Wednesday evenings. " e 
booms that you hear are from the cannons that start and end the races. Residents and club members are always 
welcome to watch the action at the end of the pier, but bring your earplugs& If you would like to crew, come down to 
the marina between 6:00 and 6:30 pm and the racers will direct you to a boat. It's a great way to get out on the water 
and meet new people.

Tennis Lessons
We o• er di• erent levels of tennis lessons for the beginner, 
intermediate, and advanced player.

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Swimming Lessons & 
Aquatics Programs
Our swimming lessons are based on the American Red Cross Learn-To-
Swim program. Each course meets every day during the session, with a 
splash party on the last day. All classes meet on the pool deck. Unless oth-
erwise indicated, classes have a minimum of • ve participants. See the class 
schedule on page 12 for meeting times and fees.

Parent/Tot
Children six months to • ve years of age will work with 
their parents to become acquainted and comfortable with 
the water. Parents will be instructed in water safety topics 
and tips on developing their children's skills.

Level 1: Introduction to Water Skills
Children ages 4 ± 6 will be introduced to safe habits in and 
around the water. Assisted by the instructor, children will 
begin to learn proper methods of moving around the pool, 
! oating, and basic arm and leg motions.

Level 2: Fundamental Aquatic Skills
Children who have passed Level 1 will expand on their ! oat-
ing and arm and leg motions while learning to incorporate 
rhythmic breathing and gliding. Students must demon-
strate these skills independently in order to be passed to 
Level 3.

Level 3: Stroke Development
In Level 3, the foundations of the swimming strokes will 
be introduced. Other skills will include head-• rst entries, 
treading water, and rotary breathing.

Level 4: Stroke Improvement
Level 4 will build on Level 3 by adding additional swimming 
strokes and stroke mechanics. Head-• rst entries will be ex-
panded upon and water safety topics will be introduced.

Level 5: Stroke Re! nement
Children who have passed Level 4 will practice the proper 
form of the six strokes while incorporating ! ip turns, rac-
ing dives, and rotary breathing.

Level 6: Swimming and Skill Pro! ciency
Students will work on increasing their endurance in the 
water while introducing the incorporation of a pace clock, 
training techniques, and new water safety and survival 
skills.

Adult Aquatic Improvement
From beginners to those who wish to improve their stroke 
technique and endurance, this course is open to all adults. 
At the beginning of the session, you will have a chance to 
discuss your goals with the instructor. Instruction and 
feedback will be tailored to the needs of each participant. 
Maximum class size of six participants.

Beginner Diving
Children 7 years and older who are interested in learning 
about the sport of diving can register for our beginning 
diving course. " ey will learn approaches, basic dives, and 
dive positions. " ere is a class maximum of 12 partici-
pants.

Intermediate Diving
Participants will add somersaults and twists to their diving 
repertoire, in addition to improving the skills learned in 
the beginner class. " ere is a class maximum of 12 partici-
pants.

Water Aerobics
Want to exercise in the pool, but hate swimming laps? We 
o# er a water aerobics class where you will use the resis-
tance of the water to stretch and exercise a wide variety of 
muscles. Exercises in the deep end of the pool will be sup-
ported with ! otation aids. 
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Lifeguard Training
• e American Red Cross Lifeguard Training course trains 
participants in the recognition of, prevention of, and care 
for aquatic emergencies. Skills include rescue breathing, 
CPR, AED use, spinal injury management, and € rst aid. 
Participants must be 15 years old by the last class, able 
to swim 300 yards continuously, and retrieve a 10 pound 
brick in 8 feet of water. A resuscitation mask is required for 
the class; one may be purchased on the € rst day of class. 
Please indicate when you register if you need a mask.

Guard Start
Participants will learn the basic water safety and rescue 
skills that will help them to become certi€ ed lifeguards in 
the future. • ere is no certi€ cation for this course. Chil-
dren must be at least 11 years old to register.

Synchronized Swimming
Swimmers who have passed Level 5 swimming lessons 
and can tread water for two minutes are invited to join the 
team. Practices will be 3:00 ± 4:00 pm, Monday through 
Friday. • ere will also be three performances. More infor-
mation will be available at the kick-o!  meeting. $30 per 
participant.

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Kayaking
Take to the open water with our kayaking program. Ne•  Park has a € oating 
dock that can be used to launch kayaks, canoes, and other small watercraft. 
A waiting list is available for the limited storage space on the lakeside racks. 
Our dolly can be used to move your boat from the car to the launch area. 
If you don't own a kayak, one can be rented from the City after taking the 
Kayak Rental Safety Course.

Kayak Storage Waiting List
! e kayak storage racks can hold kayaks, canoes, and small boats. ! e storage fee for the season is $100, with an addi-
tional $25 if you wish to store your boat during the winter. In order to be placed on the waiting list, call the park o"  ce. 
! ere is no fee to be placed on the kayak storage waiting list. 

Kayak Rentals
If you have completed the Kayak Rental Safety Course, you may rent one of the City's kayaks for $5 per hour. Rentals can 
be made in the park o"  ce during normal business hours.

Kayak Rental Safety Course
In order to rent a City kayak, you must complete this course. It will cover equipment, safety, and how to get in and out 
of the kayak at a dock and in the water. ! is course will be taught in the pool, so a bathing suit is necessary. Participants 
must be 18 years old or 13 years old and accompanied by a parent. Also, participants must have basic swimming skills; be 
able to € oat, hold their breath under water, and use a lifejacket; and be able to get in and out of a kayak independently or 
with assistance. See class schedule on page 12 for class times. $20 per participant.

Introduction to Basic Kayak Safety
! is class o• ers an introduction to essential paddling skills: knowledge of equipment, clothing, paddle strokes, and res-
cues. You will learn the basic paddle strokes to move and turn a kayak e"  ciently and how to keep the kayak upright and 
balanced through the use of bracers. ! e class takes place in the pool as well as on the lake, so appropriate swimwear is 
required. Call the park o"  ce for class availability.

Early and ONLINE Registration
Participants must be full-time residents of the City to register 
during the early registration period. Early registrations for 
nonresident participants will not be accepted; nonresident 
participants must register during the in-person registration 
period for that session. To Register ONLINE, please visit 
the City's Parks and Recreation Website for Directions (www.
grossepointecity.org).  Mail in registration forms will also be 
accepeted during the early registration period.  Early Mail-in 
Registration Forms can be picked up at city hall, the Park Of-
# ce or printed o$  the City Website.  All early registrations will 
be processed in the order that they are received. 

For swimming lessons, participants will be placed in the same 
level for all sessions as in the # rst session. If a participant 
passes that level, they will be automatically moved to the next 
level at the same time where possible. Participants who are 
not placed in their # rst-choice class will be added to the wait-
ing list for that class.

Payment must be included for registrations to be processed. 
Two weeks before the beginning of the # rst session, a class 
list will be posted on the bulletin boards on the pool deck. 

In-Person Registration
Each session has an in-person registration period for that ses-
sion only. Once a class has begun, registrations will not be 
accepted for that class. Payment must be made at the time of 
registration to be accepted.

Refunds
All refunds are issued at the discretion of Department 
personnel. Refund checks will be mailed to the adult at the 
address provided on the registration form. Refund requests 
made 24 hours or more before the # rst class meeting will re-
ceive a full refund. Requests made less than 24 hours before 
the # rst class meeting and up to the halfway point of the class 

will receive a 50% refund. No refunds will be issued after the 
halfway point of the class.

Fees
All fees must be paid with a personal check made out to ªCity 
of Grosse Pointeº. Class fees will not be prorated or discount-
ed. All registrations must include payment. An additional fee 
of &10 will be charged to nonresident participants.

Cancellations - Low Participation
If a class does not have the minimum number of participants 
registered by the Friday before the # rst class, the class will 
be cancelled. Participants will be noti# ed as soon as possible 
and will have the option of moving to another class, if space 
is available, or receiving a full refund.

Cancellations - Poor Weather
All outdoor classes will be cancelled if there is inclement 
weather (such as heavy rain, thunder, or lightning) at least 15 
minutes before the beginning of the class. If an extended pe-
riod of inclement weather causes cancellation of 50% or more 
class meetings, make-up classes may be scheduled or a refund 
may be issued as determined by Department personnel.

Waiting List
Participants may be added to the waiting list for classes that 
have reached the maximum number of participants. If a space 
becomes available in a class, it will be # lled in the order speci-
# ed by the waiting list.

Photographs
Occasionally, Department personnel will take photographs of 
facilities and programs that may include you and your chil-
dren. • ese photos may be used in promotional materials. 
Names of participants will not be printed with photographs.
